The study aims to examine the influence of financial Keywords:

University Morowali. This quantitative research employed a attitude; Financial Behavior

non-probability sampling approach using purposive
sampling, with data collected through a questionnaire. The
population in this study consisted of PSDKU UNTAD
Morowalu students, and a total of 50 respondent were
selected as the sample. Data were analyzed using multiple
linier regression with SPSS version 25. The results show
that: (1) financial technology, social environment, and
financial attitudes collectively have a positive and
significant effect on students’ financial behavior; (2)
financial technology individually has a positive and
significant effect on financial behavior; (3) the social
environment has a positive but insignificant effect,
indicating that it does not play a meaningful role in shaping
students’ financial behavior; and (4) financial attitudes also
have a positive but insignificant effect, suggesting that
financial attitudes do not significantly influence the
financial behavior of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students.

Introduction

In today's digital era, young people who are familiar with technology are faced with
various financial service options that can affect their financial behavior. The rapid growth
of technology makes activities to fulfill needs easier to do (Febrianti & Prima, 2024). This
condition has a direct impact on students who often face financial pressures due to
education costs and daily needs. As individuals who begin to have financial responsibilities

independently, students are required to understand the importance of financial behavior
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(Ma’rifa et al., 2024).

This condition is also experienced by UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students who live in
a rapidly developing regional economy, especially due to the mining sector. Although this
growth opens job opportunities, it also increases the cost of living. This situation
significantly affects students who study while working, as they must balance their time
between academic demands and employment while managing limited income. These
limitations often encourage consumptive behavior, especially with the easy access to digital
financial services. Consequently, some students allocate their funds for lifestyles that do not
support their academic responsibilities, which may lead to late UKT payments and other

financial problems.
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Initial observations of 25 students showed that 96% have a habit of saving and 92%
plan monthly finances. However, only 56% record cash flow and 72% still have difficulties
in financial planning. Although many students possess a positive attitude toward financial
management, they tend to prioritize short-term needs over long-term investments.
Moreover, only 44% purchase items based on necessity, while the majority remain
influenced by wants.

One important factor that influences students' financial behavior is the development
of financial technology (fintech). Fintech provides innovative services such as e-payment,
mobile banking, and digital investment (Rahayu. R, 2022). Students at PSDKU UNTAD
Morowali also use various fintech applications, especially for daily needs and digital
payments. However, fintech usage without adequate understanding of the associated risks
may lead to excessive debt or unplanned investments.

In addition to fintech, social environmental factors also play a role in shaping

students' financial behavior. Social influences whether from family, peers, or campus
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communities can affect students’ consumption patterns (Abdurrahman & Oktapiani, 2020).
Students who are part of a hedonistic social environment tend to adopt similar consumption
habits, whereas positive environments may encourage healthier financial behavior (Sada,
2022). Another important factor is financial attitude, which reflects individuals’ views,
opinions, and judgments regarding finance. A good financial attitude can support healthy
financial management practices, such as saving discipline and proper expense recording
(Ridho, 2017).

Night class students at PSDKU UNTAD Morowali serve as appropriate respondents for
this study because they possess unique characteristics compared to regular students. Night
class students typically have work experience and manage their own income, whereas
regular students often rely on their parents or scholarships. Therefore, the financial
behavior of night class students more accurately reflects the dynamics of balancing work,
study, and financial management

A number of previous studies have produced inconsistent findings. Several studies
(Febrianti & Prima, 2024; Puspitasari et al., 2024; Aprinthasari & Widiyanto, 2020; (Yuliani
et al., 2024; and Fiika et al., 2022) reported that fintech, social environment, and financial
attitudes positively influence students' financial behavior. However, other studies (Salsabila
etal.,, 2023; Aisyah et al., 2024; Wahyuni et al., 2023; Nurazizah & Indrayenti, 2022) show a
negative influence, even insignificant. This difference in results indicates a research gap that
still needs to be bridged.

Based on this background, it is important to conduct this research at PSDKU UNTAD
Morowali because there are still minimal studies on the financial behavior of students in
this area, especially students who study while working. This study aims to analyze the
influence of financial technology, social environment, and financial attitudes on student
financial behavior. The results of the study are expected to make an academic contribution
in enriching the literature on student financial behavior in the digital era, as well as a
practical contribution for students and the campus in developing a more targeted financial

literacy strategy.

Literature Review
Theory Of Planned Behavior (TPB)

The Theory of Planned Behavior explains that an individual’s behavior is determined
by behavioral intention, which is influenced by attitude, subjective norms, and perceived
behavioral control. These three components shape a person’s belief and motivation to

perform or avoid a particular action. In financial and technological contexts, TPB is
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frequently applied to understand how attitudes and perceived control influence both the
intention and actual behavior of individuals, including in financial management and the
adoption of digital services.

Theory Technology Acceptance Model (TAM)

The Technology Acceptance Model (TAM), developed from the Theory of Reasoned
Action (TRA) by Fishbein and Ajzen (1980), aims to explain and predict users’ acceptance
of technology. TAM identifies two primary constructs—perceived usefulness and perceived
ease of use—which shape user attitudes, intentions, and actual technology usage. In the
context of financial technology (fintech), TAM helps explain how users’ perceptions of ease
and usefulness influence their acceptance of fintech services, thereby affecting financial
behavior, particularly among students.

Financial Technology

Financial Technology (FinTech) refers to the integration of technology and financial
services that transforms traditional business models into more modern and digitalized
systems. (Bank indonesia, 2018) highlights that fintech enables remote transactions and
rapid digital payments without face-to-face interaction. According to Rahayu. R, (2022)
defines fintech as technological innovations that enhance the delivery of financial services,
including e-payment, peer-to-peer lending, cryptocurrency, and crowdfunding. Similarly
Dewi et al., (2022) describe fintech as financial service innovations supported by modern
technology, encompassing activities such as payments, investments, lending, transfers,
financial planning, and product comparison.

Empirical findings show that the accessibility and convenience offered by fintech
contribute to greater user participation in digital finance, which in turn shapes financial
decisions and financial behavior.

Social Environment

The social environment represents the setting in which individuals interact with
other people, groups, organizations, and broader social systems (Abdurrahman &
Oktapiani, 2020; Sada, 2022). According to Pakaya & Posumabh, (2021) social environments
influence individual behavior and discipline, as differing environmental conditions shape
personal habits and behavioral patterns. In financial behavior research, the social
environment functions as an external factor that can encourage or hinder fintech adoption
and influence financial practices through social pressure, role modeling, and group norms..
Financial Attitude

Financial attitude refers to the way individuals think about, assess, and make
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decisions related to their money Austin & Nuryasman, (2021). A positive financial attitude
such as budgeting discipline, saving habits, and long-term planning significantly enhances
one’s financial behavior (Yanti & Suci, 2023). Empirical studies show that individuals with
more positive financial attitudes are more likely to engage in responsible financial practices,
including effective use of financial technology, prudent financial planning, and sound
decision-making.
Financial behavior

Financial behavior refers to how individuals manage, utilize, and treat their financial

resources Pakawaru, (2022). This perspective emphasizes that psychological factors
significantly influence financial decision-making. In the context of fintech and financial
literacy, financial behavior is often considered an outcome that reflects how attitudes,
knowledge, environmental influences, and technology acceptance translate into actual
practices such as saving, spending control, debt management, and financial planning.

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Method
This study employs a quantitative approach to examine the relationships between

variables using numerical data analyzed statistically. The population consists of 56 students
of the Management Study Program at PSDKU UNTAD Morowali from the 2021-2023
cohorts, with a sample of 50 students selected through Non-Probability Sampling using a
purposive sampling technique based on the criteria of being active students, having used
fintech services for financial transactions, and being willing to complete the questionnaire.

The primary research instrument is a Likert-scale questionnaire (1-5) measuring the
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variables of fintech, social environment, financial attitude, and financial behavior,
distributed through Google Forms. Data were collected consistently through observation,
questionnaires, limited interviews, and documentation. Prior to the main analysis,
instrument validity was tested using Pearson’s Product Moment correlation, and reliability
was assessed using Cronbach’s Alpha, with values above 0.70 indicating acceptable
reliability. Data were analyzed using multiple linear regression with the assistance of SPSS
version 25, including classical assumption tests, regression analysis, and hypothesis testing

through t-tests, F-tests, and the coefficient of determination (R?).

Results
Validity Test

The validity test is used to measure whether a questionnaire is valid or not, valid
means that the instrument can be used to measure what should be measured. The
instrument is said to be valid if it has a positive r countvalue> r (table), T' count< Sig value. (0.05)
then the statement item is valid, otherwise the negative r (count) value < r table, I' count™> Sig
value. (0.05) then the statement item is invalid (Sugiyono, 2018).

Reliability Test

According to Sugiyono, (2018) research results are said to be reliable if there is
similar data at different times. A reliable instrument is an instrument that will produce the
same data to measure the same object. The reliability test uses the Cronbach alpha
technique, a variable is said to be reliable if the Cronbach alpha value = 0.60 then the data
is said to be reliable, otherwise if the Cronbach alpha value < 0.60 then the data is not said
to be reliable.

Based on the results of the reliability test carried out, it shows that each independent
and dependent variable is declared reliable because it has a Cronbach's Alpha value of more
than 0.60, which means that it can be said that the results are acceptable and suitable for

use as a data collection tool.

Normality Test

The data normality test is used to test whether the multiple linear models between
the independent variables (independent), and the dependent variable (dependent) have a
normal distribution or not. The following is a normality testing table below:

Based on the table above, the results of the normality test with one sample
kolmogorov smirnov test. With the number of samples in the study as much as N = 50.
Resulting in a significant value of 0.200> 00.5, it can be concluded that the data used in this

regression model has a normal distribution.

Multicollinearity Test

Multicollinearity test is conducted to test the regression model regarding the
presence or absence of correlation between independent variables. Multicollinearity test
can be seen from the tolerance value and the varience Inflation factor (VIF) value. A good
regression model is one in which there is no correlation between the independent variables
of multicollinearity symptoms. The following multicollinearity testing table is below:

Based on the table above, it can be concluded that the variables of financial
technology (X1), social environment (X2), and financial attitudes (X3) have a tolerance of
pmore than 0.1 and a VIF value smaller than 10, it can be concluded that in this study there

is no multicollinearity.

Heteroscedasticity Test
The heteroscedasticity test aims to test whether in the regression model there is an
inequality of variance and residuals of one observation to another. The following is a

heteroscedasticity testing table below:

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Based on the scatterplot above, it can be seen that the points spread randomly and
do not form a certain clear pattern, and are spread both above and below the number 0 on
the Y axis. This means that heteroscedasticity does not occur and this model is suitable for

predicting the influence between variables.

Partial Test (T Test)

The t test aims to determine whether there is a partial (own) influence given by the
independent variable (X) on the dependent variable (Y) on the basis of making the following
decisions: If t Sig = (a = 0.05) then the hypothesis is rejected, meaning that there is no effect
of variable X on variable Y, otherwise if t Sig < (a = 0.05) then the hypothesis is accepted,
meaning that there is an effect of variable X on variable Y.

Based on the table above, it can be explained as follows:
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1. The financial technology variable (X1) shows that the regression coefficient value is
0.385 while the significant level is 0.004 where sig < a (0.004 < 0.05). Based on these
results, it is found that the financial technology variable has a significant effect on
financial behavior.

2. The social environment variable (X2) shows that the regression coefficient value is 0.152
while the significant level is 0.242 where sig> a (0.242> 0.05). Based on these results,
the social environment has a positive and insignificant coefficients value on student
financial behavior.

3. The financial attitude variable (X3) shows that the regression coefficient value is 0.326
while the significant level is 0.057 where sig> a (0.057> 0.05). Based on these results
that financial attitudes have a positive and insignificant coefficients value on student
financial behavior.

Simultaneous Test (F Test)
The F test is used to determine whether the independent variable (X) under study
has an influence on the dependent variable (Y). The test results are as follows:

The results of the data processing show that the F count is 19.747 and the sig f value
<0.05 from the table shows a significant level of 0.000 <0.05. Based on these results, the first
hypothesis states that financial technology, social environment, and financial attitudes have
a significant effect on financial behavior.

Test Coefficient of Determination R?

The coefficient of determination (R2serves to determine how many percent of the
determinant given by variable X simultaneously on variable Y. The following are the results
of the R2coefficient of determination test.

Based on the table above, the results of the coefficient of determination test show that
the adjusted R Square value is 0.534. This means that the ability of financial technology
variables, social environment, and financial attitudes in this study has a determinant of
financial behavior variables of 53.4% while the remaining 46.6% is influenced by other

variables not included in the regression model.

Discussion
The influence of financial technology, social environment, and financial
attitudes on the financial behavior of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students

PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students who study while working need efficiency in
managing time and finances, so the presence of financial technology such as funds and
mobile banking is very helpful for them in daily transactions and financial planning, as well
as helping to make UKT payments, to monitor transactions in real time without having to
come to a bank or ATM.

However, the ease of access is also supported by the encouragement of the social
environment, such as the family environment, campus environment, and community
environment that introduces or recommends the use of fintech applications. Respondents
who live in private homes are more likely to live in a stable family environment that
encourages planned financial behavior. In addition, working in a government environment
also provides access to information about salary management, pension funds, and the
benefits of saving regularly. This encouragement from the work environment often triggers
students to adopt more disciplined financial behavior. On the other hand, college friends
who have similar conditions (studying while working) can also be a place to share strategies
in managing finances.

On the other hand, financial attitudes also play an important role in strengthening the
influence of the other two variables. Students with positive financial attitudes such as the
desire to save, avoid impulsive spending, and prepare a monthly budget tend to adopt this
technology more quickly and utilize it wisely, and can filter social influences selectively.

Three to five years of work experience makes UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students more
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emotionally and financially mature, making them more aware of the importance of
maintaining personal economic stability. This attitude supports responsible financial
behavior, especially in the midst of limited income. Thus, financial attitude becomes the
foundation that directs the use of technology and the acceptance of social influence in a
constructive direction. Thus, the influence of these three variables is complementary in
shaping students' financial behavior patterns.

The results of this study are in accordance with the theory of planned behavior which
explains that financial technology affects the financial behavior of UNTAD Morowali PSDKU
students in terms of increasing their ability to control themselves in managing finances. The
ease of access and efficiency of fintech services empower students to feel more capable of
managing their finances. The social environment in this case forms subjective norms that
influence the perceptions of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students about what they should do
in financial management. In addition, the financial attitudes of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali
students reflect beliefs about the benefits and importance of certain financial behaviors,

where positive attitudes encourage consistent actions in financial management.

The effect of financial technology on the financial behavior of UNTAD
Morowali PSDKU students

Based on the results of observations made, it was found that UNTAD Morowali PSDKU
students have used types of fintech, namely funds and mobile banking. Students who are
respondents are students who undergo dual roles as students and workers, of course, need
practical and efficient financial solutions, and the existence of financial technology is the
right answer to these needs. The ease of use of fintech is felt in everyday life, UNTAD
Morowali PSDKU students can make payments anytime and anywhere with just a
smartphone, it can also support financial activities to carry out college needs such as UKT
payments and make other payments. Dana as one type of fintech that is widely used
provides convenience in daily transactions such as paying for food or shopping for college
needs without having to carry cash that is at risk of being lost or stolen, while mobile
banking makes it easy to check balances, make transfers, pay UKT, and save income for
savings without having to come to the bank which of course will take the time they need to
study or work.

The presence of this financial technology helps UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students in
terms of financial transparency because every transaction is recorded digitally, making it
easy to track expenses and income even though they do not make routine manual records.

Another convenience that is very much felt is in terms of routine bill payments (electricity,
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water, credit, etc.). With all the conveniences offered by this fintech, it is not surprising that

its use has a positive effect on the financial behavior of UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students

who work while studying, because UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students can manage money

more effectively and efficiently without having to sacrifice the time they should use to focus

on education and work.

The results of this study are in accordance with the Theory of planned behavior which
explains that individual behavior is influenced by intentions. In this context, the adoption of
financial technology by students can increase positive attitudes towards financial
management, which contributes to the intention to behave financially better. Meanwhile,
based on the Theory technology acceptance model, in this case UNTAD Morowali PSDKU
students who find it easy to use financial technology applications and see the benefits in
financial management tend to accept and utilize the technology more. This has implications
for increasing more positive financial behavior, because students become more skilled in
managing finances with the help of technology.

The results of this study are in line with research conducted by Puspitasari et al,,
(2024) which states that financial technology has a significant and positive influence on the
financial behavior of Muhammadiyah Sidoarjo University students and in line with research
Sari & Nikmah, (2023) which states that financial technology has a significant effect on the

financial behavior of Bengkulu University students.

The influence of the social environment on the financial behavior of PSDKU
UNTAD Morowali students

The majority of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students are twenty-one to thirty-one years
old, which is a productive age group that is in the process of forming identity, financial
independence and has sufficient experience. At this stage, PSDKU UNTAD Morowali
students make decisions about money based on mature thoughts and from their own
experiences, not because they follow their friends or want to be seen as cool by others. Most
respondents have also worked for three to five years, especially in the government sector
which strengthens experience and maturity in financial matters. PSDKU UNTAD Morowali
students who have a dual role between college and work, tend to have very limited time to
socialize intensely with certain social environments. As a result, exposure to consumptive
influences from the social environment is also minimized compared to regular students who
have more time to interact socially.

In terms of income, most UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students have an income of

between one million and three million per month, this limited financial condition forces
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UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students to focus more on needs than wants, so that even though
the student's social environment may indicate certain consumption patterns, students still
have to make decisions based on their existing financial capabilities. This financial
independence reduces the dependence of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students on the advice
or influence of family, friends, or social media. In addition, PSDKU UNTAD Morowali
students have a good understanding of the importance of financial management, both
through education from lecturers and teaching from family. The interview results show that
some students have had good financial awareness since before entering college. Some of the
UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students have been accustomed to managing finances
independently because they live separately from their parents. This condition allows PSDKU
UNTAD Morowali students to make more rational financial decisions, regardless of the
influence of the existing social environment.

The results of this study are in line with research conducted by Aisyah et al., (2024)
which says that the high and low influence of the social environment will not affect student
financial behavior. Students have learned to distinguish between needs and what they want,
so they can understand themselves and not be influenced by community trends. Students

are able to distinguish between campus needs and stylish desires.

The effect of financial attitudes on the financial behavior of UNTAD Morowali
PSDKU students

PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students who predominantly have a limited income of one
million to three million per month, PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students are in a condition of
financial constraints that require them to make financial decisions based on real abilities
not based on ideal attitudes about how they should manage money, because even though
students have a positive attitude about saving, limited income forces them to focus on short-
term needs such as eating, paying rent, and studying. Although PSDKU UNTAD Morowali
students show a positive attitude towards financial planning, which is reflected in the
financial attitude indicators, the reality is that students do not always apply these attitudes
in daily practice. This positive attitude is not always accompanied by practical skills in
financial management. Based on the results of interviews, it shows that UNTAD Morowali
PSDKU students realize the importance of doing financial planning and financial
management. However, many of them still find it difficult to organize and plan finances
based on the monthly income received, this is due to unexpected expenses such as health
care costs and vehicle repairs so that financial planning is often not appropriate. This

difficulty can prevent PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students from applying these positive
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attitudes in real actions, such as routinely setting aside income every month or recording
expenses and income.

In this context, PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students basically have a very good
understanding in making financial decisions properly and carefully. However, PSDKU
UNTAD Morowali students have not been able to apply good financial attitudes in their daily
lives due to their limited income. The difference between ideal financial attitudes and the
reality of financial conditions faced every day makes these financial attitudes less relevant
in influencing students' real behavior. Although UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students may
have a positive attitude about the importance of saving, limited financial conditions and
urgent needs force them to behave differently from their ideal attitudes. Thus, it can be
concluded that the financial behavior of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students is more
influenced by actual financial conditions and short-term needs than by their ideal attitudes.
A positive attitude towards financial planning does exist, but it has not been able to
encourage significant changes in behavior because it is not supported by the ability to apply
it in everyday life. This shows that in the context of working students with limited income,
the financial behavior of PSDKU UNTAD Morowali students is determined more by the
circumstances they face than by the attitudes they believe. The results of this study are in
line with the research Wahyuni et al., (2023) which says that individual financial attitudes
are related to the knowledge possessed. The lower the knowledge of personal financial
attitudes, the lower the quality of financial behavior shown. If someone has a wasteful

attitude towards money, then their financial behavior will also tend to deteriorate.

Conclusion

The study concludes that financial technology, social environment, and financial
attitudes collectively have a positive and significant influence on the financial behavior of
UNTAD Morowali PSDKU students, indicating that students’ financial decisions are shaped
through the interaction of digital financial tools, surrounding social influences, and
individual attitudes toward money management. Specifically, financial technology shows a
positive and significant impact, as the use of fintech applications such as Dana and mobile
banking facilitates more efficient financial management by offering ease of access,
transaction speed, and practical features that support students, particularly those balancing
study and work, in managing expenses, saving, and planning daily finances. Meanwhile, the
social environment, although positively associated with financial behavior, proves to have
no significant effect, as students who study while working tend to rely more on personal

experiences and financial conditions rather than the influence of family, friends, or peers.
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Similarly, financial attitudes also show a positive but insignificant effect, suggesting that
although students recognize the importance of financial management, these attitudes are

not fully translated into actual behavior due to limited income and pressing financial needs.
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
